Walking Tour

Learn about your community by taking a walk.

Plan your route. Check out a local map and sketch your own
route of the ground you want to cover.

Set a time and place to meet. If you decide to divide up
into groups and explore different areas of town, make sure
you pick a meeting place and time. Bring a watch so you're
not late.

Be safe! Never walk around by yourself. Let people know
exactly where you plan on going. Have the phone number of
someone to call in an emergency. Remember some change
for a pay phone.

Bring tools to record what you find. Take notes on what
you see. Bring a sketchbook to draw things, or take along a
camera.

Open your eyes and ears. Take time to really observe. Who
are the people you see? What are they doing? What are the
buildings like? What are the major businesses in town? What
natural features do you see?

Look for clues. Remember to look for environmental

problems and strengths. Do you notice litter in one part of
town, but not in another? Why do you think that is?
