3) Violent Weather

Learn about the meteorological forces that shape our weather and the storms and other
phenomena that result.

Hurricanes

* Hear survivors of Hurricane Katrina tell their stories.

* See real tools that scientists have used over the last century to track weather conditions
and anticipate massive storms.

* Learn how a hurricane gets its start from a tropical thunder-
storm that can grow into a massive traveling storm system.

Tornadoes

* Experience the roar of a tornado from the inside in a
surround-sound “tornado theater” that features actual
footage from within a twister.

* Get an up-close look at the damage caused by an EF-5

tornado—the strongest possible—that destroyed the town of

Greensburg, Kansas in May 2007.

4) The Future
What can we expect to see in the future as these events continue to unfold?

* From early-warning networks to sustainable city planning, natural
disasters have inspired great leaps in human creativity. What’s next?

* We cannot prevent these events from happening, but to some
extent, the future is in our hands. Is climate change linked to the
severity of these events—and is human behavior linked to climate
change?
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
